The post holder
will also help to raise funding, monitor activity budgets and produce progress reports on the impact of the
project and their work.

At least two years previous experience working and/or volunteering in diverse communities is essential. The
successful candidate will be able to demonstrate excellent communication skills (written and verbal) and a
‘can do’ attitude. They must have the ability to relate to people of different ages and from diverse
backgrounds, and build strong and effective relationships with stakeholders and partners. Good organisational
and time management skills, and an ability to work as part of a team and independently, using their own
initiative, are essential. The candidate will be able to work sensitively with people of all faiths and of no faith
to ensure an inclusive approach to involving people in the URC Project and its related community activities
and events.

A Level qualifications (or equivalent). Good literacy, numeracy and IT skills are essential with the ability to
compile emails, flyers and posters, and produce standard narrative and financial reports.

Initially the appointment is fixed term for a period of 12 months, with a six month probationary period but
with a view, subject to funding, to continuing this role.
